The last meeting was a little dishearten because the UDC is pledged to uphold the River Management Plan and be concerned about the environment and the health of the river flow and the quality of water, so when a resolution came up proposing a list of concerns with the NYS DEC on the draft Envionmental Impact Statement, I was shocked when the resolution that went through committee and was voted and did not pass. Some of the Towns in Pennsylvania are pro drilling. The support of the River Management Plan that has been consistent with both sides of the River changed. The Town of Deer Park, Freemont and Hancock have voted with Pennsylvania with regards to a resolution of environmental concerns in support of the River Management failed and that is mind-boggling to me and I am hoping to present a resolution just as simple as taking the River Management Plan and forwarding it to the DEC and you have to do some recognition of the   River Corridor.
